• Supporting rural communities in Guatemala, 

Honduras, Bolivia and Malawi by funding gravity-fed 

systems, hand pumps, maintenance training, and 

hygiene education classes so villagers always have a 

safe glass of water.

• Helping the poor in the cities, slums and settlements 

of Uganda, Kenya, Tanzania, Malawi and Zambia 

have a voice with local offi cials and donors to obtain 

safe drinking water and increased sanitation for 

their families.

• Responding with timely volunteer, water-related, technical assistance and training to places such as 

island communities in Micronesia so that existing water systems reach their full potential to provide safe 

drinking water to thousands of people.

• Alleviating the pain and suffering caused by arsenic in the groundwater of India by underwriting the cost 

of fi lters on community wells.

• Supporting projects in Vietnam and Ecuador.
